Windows.

From the 'This PC' right-click menu, click 'Shoe more options' and 'Manage' will appear.
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2. A’‘Computer Management’ dialogue box will be displayed. Click ‘Disk Management'.
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3. Click on the USB flash drive you want to format.

‘Removable’ will be displayed from which you will be able to determine the USB flash drive
you want to format. If it is difficult to ascertain which USB flash drive you should select,
please remove the USB flash drive while this screen is being displayed. Upon removing the
USB flash drive, the item that disappears from the list is the one you should choose.

4. Right click within the box of the USB flash drive you want to format and then click ‘Format’.
